Some suggestions:

· To start a new article go to: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Help:Starting_a_new_page
· Internal links are easy just highlight the word/words in question and click on the "Internal Link" button at the top of the text box.  If the entry exists in Wikipedia than the word will be highlighted in blue if not than in red.  You can keep "red" highlighted text in articles but it may just be a matter of wording so it might be worthwhile to 'search' for the text and modify the text of the article to fit the link if it's just a matter of wording. 

· Notes are added by imputing the code: "<ref>with the text of the citation in the middle</ref>" (without the quotes) at the end of the sentence or wherever you would like the footnote to reside.  Once, you add the citation put the following code under the "Notes" heading: <references/> and they will display in that section. 

· For External Links just click on the external link button and add the web address (including http://) plus any text that you would like to display. 

· "Categorization" is more complicated so Teri/Michael will work on that.   

· Don't be afraid to try new things!  Everything is editable on wikipedia so if something is wrong someone else will come along and fix it!
